	Submersion (stand-alone): To mainstream Second Language Learners in classrooms


	 The mainstream teachers give no special assistance or any English language instruction

	Pullout: To take the child out of their mainstream classroom for small group ESL instruction. 


	There is more quality instruction in one on one or small group settings with the children
	Students are taken out for a period of 15 – 50 minutes per day. 

Generally used in areas where there is a small number of second language learners
	They are being better equipped to participate in class in small groups.

Becoming more proficient in the English language. 

	
	Push In: To keep the child in their mainstream classroom.
	More one on one instruction in a mainstream classroom setting. 
	ESL teacher or aide comes into the class and works with students on a specific assignment
	More support than a pull out program because ESL teachers work more closely with regular teacher

	Compensatory / Remedial 

Education, Title I: 

To Remediate Deficiencies 
	· Improve Student Achievements for Economically Disadvantaged children.

· Funds and for remedial math and reading instructional programs.

· For children who live in or near poverty.
	· The goal was to improve the basic and advanced skills of students who were at risk of school failure, especially low-achieving children living in low-income school areas. 
· Recipients of Title I assistance are viewed as being disadvantaged in both economic terms (those children eligible to receive free or reduced price lunches), and educational terms (those children who are performing below appropriate grade level for their age).

	· Title I programs fail to focus on individual low-performing students

· Title I, a program whose mission is to serve at-risk students, has failed to make low-performing students its centerpiece.
· Until Title I becomes a program focused on student outcomes with a funding system that allows public and private programs to compete for Title I students, disadvantaged students will continue to lag behind their more-advantaged peers. 

	Sheltered English 

Immersion (SEI) 

(Proposition 227, English-Only)
	 The purpose of the SEI program

 is to teach "overwhelmingly in 
English" for one year before the 

student is transferred into a 

mainstream or regular classroom.
	 The exclusive use of English is advantageous and does no harm to students.
English should be the only medium of instruction for second-language learners in public schools. It is only important to develop literacy and content-area knowledge in English. Bilingualism is a hindrance to learning English and therefore, detrimental to children's short-term and long-term academic advancement.
	 Ideally, second language learners are placed with a teacher who is fluent in the student’s native language. Children are not expected to function immediately in their second language and can express themselves in their first. Teachers deliver lessons in the second language, using simple words the second language learners can understand (SDAIE), only giving them formal first language support during language arts instruction.  
	 One study of English immersion indicates that it is less successful for minority language students than bilingual education with native language support. the majority of ELL students in grades 3-11 have not shown sufficient improvement to move them out of the lowest range of academic performance during the three years of implementation of Proposition 227. In educational terms, the majority of these students continue to perform one to two grade levels below their English proficient peers.
